First, the asking price of $3.2 

million appears unrealistic and 

as such, is certainly out of our 

reach.  The sellers are under-

standably attempting to maxi-

mize the return on their invest-

ment.  Given the existing real 

estate market, I and members of 

the property team, however, 

agree the $3.2 million purchase 

price is inflated. In the mean-

time, we hope the purchase 

price comes down . . . becoming 

more closely aligned with    

market conditions. 

Second, we, on the other hand, 

need to proveðto any lending 

institutionðour ability to yield 

sustained and consistent growth 

in our membership and our fi-

nances.  Currently,  we have a 

budget deficit and we are work-

ing hard to close it by December.   

As this ministry continues to 

expand, more folks without 

church homes or without a rela-

tionship with God must be en-

couraged to find their introduc-

tion to a relationship with God 

here at PGCC.  

Letôs continue to strengthen our 

financial position as we con-

tinue to grow an inviting and 

nurturing church home for our-

selves and for those searching 

for that connection with God.

Uncertain Times . . . 

Be Certain in Christ: Menõs Day   

N othing was uncertain on 

September 25, 2011, when 

PGCC celebrated its annual 

Menôs Day. Members, 

friends, and guests were 

greeted at the door by two 

men dressed in black and 

silver. As you entered the 

sanctuary, you noticed that 

black and silver were the 

menôs chosen colors for the 

day as those colors passed 
by in every direction. The 

Menôs Day Choir was awe-

some, and they sang joy-

ously with strength and power, and beautiful harmony. Sev-

eral of our PGCC men lead worship, Brothers Mark Fields, 

Wayman Brown, Kirk Blackman, Neal Downing, Charles 

Lawson, Reverend Thompson, and Pastor Hardingðeach 

with his own unique style of shepherding the PGCC flock. 
 

Elder Lawson introduced the guest speaker of the day, Rever-

end Dr. Johnny Parker, from the First Baptist Church of Gle-

narden. Reverend Parker is a dynamic motivational speaker, 

is a leadership coach for various organizations nationwide, 

and has written several books. He spoke from Mark 8:31ï35 

about uncertain men in uncertain times and talked about how, 

when we go to God asking for help, we often want to tell God 

how to fix our lives rather than allow God to fill our lives.  

Reverend Parker read from Mark 8:33 (NIV): 

But Jesus turned and looked at his 

disciples, he rebuked Peter. ñGet 

behind me, Satan!ò he said. ñYou do 

not have in mind the things of God, 

but the things of men.ò  

Reverend Parker asked, ñDo we want 

God or do we want a Genie? Do we 

want Godôs presence or do we want Godôs presents.ò He sug-

gested that ñwe want the God that we want, not the God that 

is.ò  Reverend Parker stated that life fulfillment happens when 

we abandon our personal agendas; he used the acronym 

ñFLESH,ò meaning ñFollowing Long Established Selfish 

Habitsò to remind us that we need to examine ourselves to 

find out if we are blocking Godôs plan for us. He also told us 

that when we are stressedðand we will be stressedðwe need 

to go to God and ask for His help, and then allow Him to 

guide us. 

 

Reverend Parker ended his sermon with a depiction of the 

choices we make.  

With two chairs set on top of a table, he put a do-it-yourself 

manual in one chair and the Bible in the other, and he asked us, 

which chair would we chooseðthe one where we try to do it 

all ourselves or the one with the Bible that gives us instruction 
and guidance from God on how we should live our lives.  

When we are uncertain, when we are stressed, which chair will 

we choose? 

 

The Menôs Day celebration ended joyously as we shared fel-

lowship in the cafeteria and were fed a delicious ñSunday-after-

worshipò dinner. It was another great day at PGCC. Thank you 

Men of PGCC for putting it all together for us.
